Hello SCARC,

Welcome to the second half of 2014.

This Friday September 19", is our first club meeting since June. It will be at the Fire
Training Academy starting at 8pm local time. A VE session will be held starting at 7:30pm.
This club meeting we’ll just go over what has happened and what’s going to happen in the
next few months. At the October meeting we’ll have a presentation by Alex KD2FTA about
Astronomy and Telescopes.

Since the June meeting we’ve had the June VHF Contest, Field Day, Hamfest, a club
picnic and the September VHF Contest. For the June VHF Contest propagation was pretty
good and we introduced a new 1KW 432 power amplifier.
